                                        In London on 3rd September a charity concert of charango                                      
and guitar music took place in London, the musicians being the Peruvian artists Chano Diaz 
Limaco and Victor Palomino. This event, organised by PeruApurimac Project, was held in the 
attractive and central auditorium of St. John’s Church in Waterloo, where Peruvian music was 
heard once again. “Tinkuy” brings with it all the significance of the meeting of cultures, but 
above all it tries to express the presence of Andean folklore in London. On this occasion we 
heard the expert playing of the charango by Chano Diaz Limaco, a performer of the Peruvian 
charango and of contemporary Andean music. We also heard the outstanding Cusco guitarist 
Victor Paco Palomino who presently lives in London. It was a rare opportunity to appreciate 
both artists demonstrating a high quality interpretation, delighting us with the melodies 
identified with Ayacucho and with Cusco. The public also enjoyed seeing the dancing group 
“Raices Peruanas” who performed a typical dance from Peru. After the concert the audience 
was offered wine and snacks by the organiser.

Educational Project in Pachacutec Shanty Town, Vent anilla, Callao  
 

As we informed you in the previous bulletin, in January we 
visited “Hiroshima” School No. 5124 in Pachacutec, Callao. 
As a result of functions carried out in London the Project was 
able to sende financial help to carry out the Ecology project 
in the school, thanks to the initiative of the teachers under 
the direction of teacher Jorge Bardales. They acquired a 
Polyethylene tank of 1,100 litres, 420 metres of hose for 
watering and necessary accessories. They have informed us 

that following a 2nd donation sent by the PeruApurimac Project the watering system is now 
underway after the construction of a pedestal to fix the water tank at an adequate height. 
During our next visit to Peru we will find out more details about this community and school 
project. I must underline that this project has been achieved thanks to the active participation 
of staff and pupils. This project is a pilot project which could be applied to the rest of 
Pachacutec which has been built up on the sands of Ventanilla, and where the obtaining and 
use of water is an everyday problem.

Our next visit to Perú  

In November 2005 we will visit some projects in Peru. In Lima we will visit once again 
the Santa Maria Children’s Home situated in San Juan de Miraflores. We propose to buy 
some musical instruments for their musical education, with an aim of developing their musical 
ability. Also we will visit the shanty town of Pachacutec in Ventanilla to see for ourselves the 
advances they have made in the Educational Ecology project that is taking place in the 
“Hiroshima” School by teachers and students under the direction of teacher Jorge Bardales. 
Our Project has had the satisfaction of helping with this ecology project with 2 small donations 
which were sent recently, enabling the acquisition of a water tank and accessories. 

Our itinerary also includes a visit to the Loayza Hospital in Lima. We intend to 
continue helping the Neonatology Department of the hospital, thanks to the generosity of 
nurses from the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit of King’s College Hospital in London, by buying 
drugs and other necessities that are essential for the treatment of the babies being looked 
after in the Loayza Hospital, many of them being from very poor families. There is also the 
possiblity of making a visit to another hospital in one of the poor areas of Lima-Callao. In our 
next bulletin we will give details about this and about other visits we have made.
